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School Age Care Program


As your school-age children receive cognitive stimulation in school, the School Age 
Care Program (SAC) tries to provide opportunities for social interactions in multi-age 
groupings. The activities are planned to reinforce and extend your child’s self-direction 
and self-reliance using a variety of equipment and materials. The SAC program offers 
before and after school care, and camps during the school holidays.


Open Recreation
Saturdays welcome children and youth ages 
6-12, to a variety of open recreation and 
leisure activities at the center. Use of all 
activities requires registration and payment 
of a registration fee. Hours vary depending 
on the time of year, so call 703-784-2249, or 
check the MCCS website for more details, 
www.quantico.usmc-mccs.org/CYTP.


Children and Youth Camps
Summer, winter, and spring camps are offered 
to children ages 6-12. Children who attend 
the SAC programs, have first priority to the 
summer camps.


Teen Nights
Friday and Saturday nights are open to 
teens ages 13-18. Registration is free, but 
necessary if teens would like to participate 
in the Teen Nights. Activities for the teens 
include video games, pool table, foosball, 
air hockey, music, plasma TVs, internet 
access, and clubs associated with the Boys 
and Girls Clubs of America (BGCA). Clubs 
associated with the BGCA, focus on life skills, 
citizenship and leadership, sports and fitness, 
leisure, recreation and arts, mentoring, and 
intervention and support services.


To maintain our affiliation with the Boys and Girls Club of America, the SAC program 
has numerous clubs to meet required “Core Programs”.
